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Abstract

Adolescence is a transitional stage of human development that occurs between childhood
and adulthood. This study investigated that 1ife events and life tasks of themselves
whom the baccalaureate nursing students who were in adolescence were considered, and
the feature was clarified. Term of adolescence the students were considered were that
advantage was 12~18 years old, the shortest term was 11-13 years old, and the longest
term was 18-30 years old. Life events were categorized 6 categories. There were “ End

of Compulsory education, and studying an examination as we were thinking (n=36)" ,
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“It has pride in the spiritual growth, and my existence is confirmed, and the ego
identity is established through the experience of confusion and the shake, the worlds,
and the interests in another field. (n=18)” . The student is holding the problem to
the environment and the interpersonal relationship. As a result, the importance of
the subject of the interpersonal relationship was recognized again by the nursing

education content.
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
